The meeting was called to order by Board President Bob Anderson at 2:10 pm. 

The Election Committee Chair Sue Sayer verified there was a quorum present in attendance and registered proxies.

Minutes for the 2010 Annual Membership meeting were approved as posted in the hall.   M/S/P.

Bob introduced the Board members present at the meeting:  Mike Cuseo, Board Vice President, Michael Grant, Board Secretary,  LaDonna Knutson, Board Treasurer, and Ed Dutton, Board Member-at-Large.  Also introduced was Anne Murphy, Recording Secretary, and Earl Spradling, Budget Chair

Report:  President Bob Anderson

       1.  The Park had a major wind storm in November of 2010 which did a lot of damage in Div II and

            Div III.  Many trees were blown down doing some damage to member's property.  The mess is       

            still being cleaned up

       2.  The Park had 2 or 3 major water leaks this winter.  Several leaks were probably caused by

            heavy equipment and logging trucks on our roads during the time the roads are soft from too

            much rain.  The Board may have to put a load limit on the Park roads during the Spring and

            Fall.  There will be more information on this in the Fall Newsletter.

       3.  There was a slide in Div I on March 31when the County culvert was blocked and Day Creek

            diverted itself onto Lookout Mountain Loop.  Dick Webb and Bob worked several days to keep

            the culvert  at East Cascade Drive clear of rocks and debris.  There are pictures in the back of

            the room of the damages.  A large culvert the Park already has will replace the culverts 

            presently there – a project for this summer.   

Report:  Treasurer Donna Knutsen

       1.  Donna reviewed the handout of the Projected Monthly Budget Status Report – it shows what we 

            spent this year and what we have left.

       2.  Donna reviewed the seven dedicated funds the Park has: the Water Purveyor fund, the Steel 
Bridge fund, the Water Development fund, the Contingency fund, the New Equipment fund, 
the Escrow Holding fund, and the Equipment Replacement fund.

BUSINESS:

       1.  The Park runs with VOLUNTEERS –Thank you to all who give of their time and energy to help

            work in the park.  Without you, many jobs in the Park would never be completed and our

            assessments would be increased to cover needed projects.  The Board does appreciate all the

            work you all have done

       2.  A proposal was presented in the Spring Newsletter that the word poultry be removed from

            Restriction 12 of  the Park Covenants.  A change of a Park Restriction requires the vote of 65%

            of the Membership, a percentage that was not reached at this Annual Meeting.  Mike Cuseo led

            the discussion of this matter.  The change he suggested would allow a limited number of hens 

            on a members lot with reasonable commonsense guidelines.  Mike opened the floor for Member 

            comments: several feared this would bring more predators and rodents to the park; another 
asked how many Members are interested in having chickens on their lots; fresh eggs are 
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wonderful; another said his neighbor downriver has penned chickens and there is no noise, 
smell, or additional predator problem; another member said by loose wording, it could also
allow turkeys, guinea fowl, or peacocks in the Park;  another is concerned about waste pollution 
to the river; another questioned what would happen if a chicken was killed by someone's loose

            cat.  Bob said the Board is working on disciplinary action for those who are not abiding by the 
Policies of the Park.  Mike Cuseo is aware that any change to Restriction 12 must be in more


detail and said he appreciated the feedback from the Membership on this issue.

       3.  Water Committee Report by Ed Dutton

            The Park just purchased a new generator for the Pump house.  The old one was 20 years old.

            There is now a new water efficiency report required by the State.  The purpose of this is to

            conserve water resources and minimize waste.  We have 260 lots requiring a water meter, with

            133 meters already installed.  The remaining 127 meters must be installed by 2017.  The 

            Excessive Water Usage Policy 2645 seems to have been beneficial in reducing wasteful water 

            usage.  Ed reported that 63% of the water pumped in 2010 was lost to leaks, several large ones

            before they were detected and repaired and several smaller leaks which remained undetected all

            year.  The Water Committee plans to upgrade the water main in stages with superior pipe and 
pipe bedding and new gate valves for ease in finding leaks.  Members are reminded to turn off 


the water at the box when they leave the Park for an extended time.  Jim Haley – How much of


the Park needs to have the pipes replaced?  Will replace old concrete asbestos lines – about 37% 
of the Park. Natalie Sharrer – Can the Park use their own manpower and equipment – Still in the

 
planning stages – it may be contracted out

       4.  ELECTIONS:

            Board Position #4 -  Members selected by the Nominating committee, LaDonna Knutson

            and Brian Smith, were introduced to the Membership.   With no more nominations from the 
floor, it was MOVED to close the nominations.  S/P  Marked ballots were collected by an 
Elections Committee member.

            Nominating Committee – Members selected by the Nominating committee were announced:              

            Greta Fridlund; Vicki George; Lynette Monrad; Carol Slayton.  With no more nominations from 
the floor, it was MOVED to close the nominations.  S/P  Marked ballots were collected by an 
Elections Committee member – three members will be elected to the committee, the one with

            the most votes will be Chairperson.

       5.  2011-12 OPERATIONS BUDGET:

            Earl Spradling, Budget Committee Chairperson, requested members review the Budget as

            presented in the Spring Newsletter.  Earl reviewed the differences in the 2010 and 2011 Budgets

            with his handout of a chart of changes.   Open the floor to questions:  Steve Larson - Can the 
increase in Water Budget be covered by the Water Development Fund?  No, the increase is for 
purchasing new meters as required by the State, and to find leaks more easily.  Dick Webb 
added the Water Development Fund that remains from installing C900 pipes from the Pump 
house to the Picnic grounds will most probably be used to put in gate valves and C900 in the 
rest of the Park, a  further water development project.  Wendy - Why the increase in insurance?  
We had to change insurance carriers and are now paying regular rates.   Jim Haley - Thank you, 
Earl, the chart is very easy to read and understand.  Steve Larson - What is the anticipated cash 
carry over this year and how does it compare to previous years?  Cash carry is about the same as 
the last three or four years.  Thank you Dick Webb for bringing our delinquency rate down.

      With no more questions from the floor, a vote on the Budget was called for.  Marked ballots

      were collected by a member of the Elections committee.
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Meeting recessed at 3:25 to count votes.
